Is There Common Ground For Immigration Reform?

The recent enactment of Senate Bill 1070 in Arizona has rekindled the national debate on the status of immigrants in our country and drawn attention to the glaring gap in effective

immigration regulation.

Unfortunately, far more heat than light is being generated in the national debate. In discussing immigration reform with many individuals and groups, | am surprised to learn that there
is a greater level of unity among Americans on most of the key elements of immigration reform — actual common ground. When presented with each element of an immigration reform

package, | have found people far more sympathetic to the various proposals than | had imagined.
These are some of the key elements of an all-inclusive reform package:
Country of Origin Responsibilities:

The nations whose citizens must migrate to other countries for decent employment have the primary responsibility to provide economic development and decent job opportunities for

their people. Too many national governments have simply not taken their responsibility seriously and have become part of the problem, rather than part of the solution.

The majority of Americans want our government to pressure so-called "sending countries" to increase significantly their economic development at home. It is absurd for these sending
countries to invest their scarce resources in more highly developed countries in order to earn a higher rate of return. Our country — the most powerful economically in this hemisphere

and perhaps the world — must help bring this about through international economic policies which facilitate sustainable development in these sending countries.
More Secure Borders:

Of the individuals and groups with whom | have discussed immigration reform, nearly everyone believes that our Federal Government has not taken all of the steps possible to secure
our national borders. However, we need to remember that there are five national borders, not one or two: the Canadian border (3,987 miles), the Mexican border (1,933 miles), the
Pacific Coast border, the Atlantic Coast border, and — our airports. Few people realize that our nation's airports welcome countless visitors on visas, but these visitors never leave the
country when their visas expire. The government estimates that of the 12 million people in our country without documents, a full 40 percent have come on visas and have never left.

That's aimost 5 million people.
At the same time, we have spent over $100 million on immigration enforcement over the past ten years, yet the number of undocumented in our country has grown.
While almost everyone agrees that our borders must be made more secure, how does anyone secure 5,920 miles of open land border so that it cannot be crossed?

Take the border with Mexico, for example. If the government placed a border guard every 100 yards — the length of a football field — it would take 34,020 guards on duty 24/7 to keep

an eye on that 100 yards.

Part of the solution lies in immigration reform, which would increase the number of employment and family visas for unskilled workers, enabling them to migrate safely and legally
through ports-of-entry. This would help reduce the number of those crossing the border, disrupt smuggling networks, and permit law enforcement to focus their time and resources on

criminal activities. Comprehensive immigration reform would help us make our borders more secure, not less.
Balance Between the Need for Workers and the Supply of Workers:

It is the imbalance between the need for workers and the supply of workers in our country which is the root of much of our immigration problem. In times of economic growth, the need
for workers usually outpaces the supply — especially in agriculture and the many service industries. Since there is no workable system in place to handle that imbalance, a vacuum is
created — a vacuum that is filled by undocumented workers being attracted to readily available jobs. In times of recession, that imbalance is reversed — and many undocumented

people are out of work.

The long-term projections for our future workforce show clearly that with future economic growth, the lack of workers across the board will be heightened because of the baby boomers

entering retirement by the thousands week after week.

Most people agree that there is not yet in place any workable system to handle the peaks and valleys of employment needs. What is needed is a program which allows unskilled work-

ers to enter the country and work legally, based upon economic needs. Such a program must ensure that both the rights of United States and foreign-born workers are respected.




Ag Jobs:

There seems to be a greater consensus among members of Congress and the nation's citizens that the agriculture industry has need of employees in various cycles: irrigation, pruning,
harvesting, packing and shipping, and the like. Well over 50 percent of farm workers in this country — those who pick the fruits and vegetables we eat every day — are undocumented.
The Agricultural Jobs, Opportunity and Benefits (Ag Jobs) portion of immigration reform, which would legalize farm workers and streamline their entrance into the country, could pro-

ceed forward quickly if there were the political will to make it happen.
Dream Act:

The Dream Act would allow the children of undocumented immigrants who were brought here by their parents at an early age to enter colleges and universities, graduate, and become
legal residents contributing to the well-being of our communities and nation. To deny these students this opportunity deprives the country of large numbers of skilled employees to

meet our future workforce needs.

Again, the majority of people believe that children who were brought to our country by adults should not be penalized in their own education and their advancement for the betterment of

our country.
Path Towards Legal Residency:

This is the one area of immigration reform which creates sharp divisions among us. Many contend that by allowing undocumented people to stay in this country and to start down a

path to legal residency is nothing by "amnesty." But what is being proposed is not amnesty.

It is helpful to review the commonly held definitions of "amnesty": “the act of an authority (as a government) by which pardon is granted to a large group of individuals;" “a general par-

don for offenses, especially political offenses, against a government, often granted before any trial or conviction;" "an act of forgiveness for past offenses, especially to a class of per-

sons as a whole;" "a forgetting or overlooking of any past offense."

But none of us is proposing general pardon, forgetting, or overlooking of the past without penalty or stringent obligations. Immigrants here without permission would be required to pay

for their transgression and "get right" with the law, then earn their way toward eventual citizenship. This is not amnesty.
What elements might make up a path towards legal residency?
Register with the Federal Government:

Each undocumented person would have to present himself/herself before the government, give their name, address, be fingerprinted, and be registered by the government. Each
person would then be given a temporary entry-level residence card and would be placed in the back of the line for permanent residency, after those who have applied through the

proper channels. This is not amnesty.

Pay Fines: After registering, each person would be required to pay a fine because of their illegal entry into our country. This is not amnesty.

Pay All Taxes: Each person would be required to compute, verify and pay all taxes — such as Social Security — before proceeding down the path. This is not amnesty.
Learn Conversational English: Each person would be required to begin learning and speaking English, and to be tested on their English proficiency. This is not amnesty.
Time Frame:

Once all of these requirements are met, the person is given a longer residency status by the government, known as permanent residence status, or a "green card." They would then,
like other permanent residents, wait another five years to apply for citizenship. At that time, they would have to meet all the requirements of a United States citizen — English writing

and reading proficiency, a knowledge of United States history and other requirements.

It is important to note that in all of the polls in the past several months — such as the polls taken by USA Today, the Pew Research Institute, and the Pacific Institute of Public Policy —
even those people who agree with the new strict Arizona law also believe that it is totally impractical to locate, detain and deport some 12 million people from our country. The Ameri-

can spirit of welcome for immigrants seems to trump harsh and unrealistic solutions in dealing with undocumented people here.

The overall common good of our nation and its citizens demand early action on all-inclusive measures to repair our current unworkable immigration system. Each day that goes by
without Congressional action, new and deeper levels of fear and desperation take a terrible toll on so many people living in the shadows of our society. There is general agreement

among the American public as to the solution to our nation's broken immigration system. Now our elected officials need to show the courage to enact it.

There is no excuse for inaction on what is perhaps the country's most pressing social problem — all — inclusive immigration reform.




La parte comin de reforma migratoria?

La reciente promulgacion de la medida SB 1070 en Arizona se ha reavivado el debate nacional sobre la situacion de los inmigrantes en nuestro pais y llamado la atencién sobre el
vacio manifiesto en la regulacion de inmigracion eficaz.

Por desgracia , mucho méas calor que la luz se esta generando en el debate nacional . Al discutir la reforma de inmigracién con muchas personas y grupos , me sorprende saber que
hay un mayor nivel de unidad entre los estadounidenses en la mayoria de los elementos clave de la inmigracion , consta la reforma real. Cuando se les presenta cada elemento de un
paquete de reforma migratoria , he encontrado a muchas méas personas simpatizantes de las diversas propuestas de lo que habia imaginado. Estos son algunos de los elementos
clave de un paquete de reformas con todo incluido :

§PAIS DE LAS OBLIGACIONES DE ORIGEN Las naciones cuyos ciudadanos deben emigrar a otros paises para el empleo decente son los principales responsables de proporcio-
nar el desarrollo econdmico y las oportunidades de empleo decente para su gente. Demasiado , muchos gobiernos nacionales tienen no ha sido tenida en serio su responsabilidad y
se han convertido en parte del problema , en lugar de parte de la solucion . La mayoria de los estadounidenses quieren que nuestro gobierno para presionar a los llamados " paises de
origen "para incrementar de manera significativa a su desarrollo econémico en el pais. Es absurdo para estos paises de origen para invertir sus escasos recursos en los paises mas
desarrollados con el fin de obtener una mayor tasa de retorno. Nuestro pais - el més poderoso econémicamente en este hemisferio y quizas del mundo - debe contribuir a ello a través
de las politicas econémicas internacionales que faciliten el desarrollo sostenible en estos paises de origen.

MAS SEGURASFRONTERAS De los individuos y grupos con los que he discutido la reforma migratoria, casi todo el mundo cree que nuestro gobierno federal no ha tomado todas
las medidas posibles para asegurar nuestras fronteras nacionales. Sin embargo , debemos recordar que hay cinco de las fronteras nacionales , no una ni dos : la frontera [ canadiense
3.987 millas ], el [ frontera mexicana 1.933 millas |, la frontera costa del Pacifico y la frontera costa atlantica. Pocos se dan cuenta que los aeropuertos de nuestra nacion bienvenida a
los visitantes un sinnimero de visados, pero los visitantes no abandonar el pais cuando sus visas expiren. El gobierno estima que de los 12 millones de personas en nuestro pais sin
documentos, un total de 40% han llegado en materia de visados y nunca han dejado . Eso es casi 5 millones de personas .

Al mismo tiempo , hemos gastado méas de $ 100 millones en la ley de inmigracién durante los Ultimos diez afios, sin embargo, el nimero de indocumentados en nuestro pais ha creci-
do.

Si bien casi todos coinciden en que las fronteras deben ser mas seguras , ¢,como puede cualquier persona segura 5.920 millas de frontera terrestre abierta para que no se puede
cruzar ?

Tome la frontera con México , por ejemplo. Si el gobierno colocd una guardia de fronteras cada 100 metros , la longitud de un campo de fitbol - que tomarfa 34.020 guardias de servi-
cio 24 / 7 para mantener un ojo en que el 100 yardas.

Parte de la solucién radica en la reforma de inmigracion , lo que aumentaria el nimero de profesionales y familiares de visado para los trabajadores no calificados, lo que les permite
migrar sin riesgo y legalmente a través de los puertos de entrada . Esto ayudaria a reducir el nimero de los que cruzan la frontera , e interrumpir las redes de contrabando , y permitir
el cumplimiento de la ley a centrar su tiempo y recursos a los elementos criminales . La reforma integral de inmigracion que nos ayudan a hacer nuestras fronteras mas seguras , no
menos.

BALANCE ENTRE LA NECESIDAD DE LOS§ TRABAJADORES Y EL SUMINISTRO DE LOS TRABAJADORES Es el desequilibrio entre la necesidad de los trabajadores y la
oferta de trabajadores en nuestro pais que es la raiz de gran parte de nuestro problema de inmigracién. En tiempos de crecimiento econémico , la necesidad de trabajadores por lo
general supera la oferta , especialmente en la agricultura y las industrias de servicios varios . Dado que no existe un sistema viable en el lugar para controlar ese desequilibrio , se
crea un vacio , un vacio que es llenado por los trabajadores indocumentados de ser atraidos por los empleos disponibles facilmente . En tiempos de recesion, que el desequilibrio se
invierte y muchas personas sin papeles no tienen trabajo .

Las proyecciones a largo plazo para nuestra futura fuerza laboral muestran claramente que con el crecimiento econémico futuro, la falta de trabajadores en general serd mayor debido
a la jubilacién babyboomers entrar en la semana tras semana miles .

La mayoria de personas coinciden en que aun no se ha establecido ningln sistema viable para manejar los picos y valles de las necesidades de empleo . Lo que se necesita es un
programa que permite a los trabajadores no calificados para ingresar al pais y trabajar legalmente , en base a las necesidades econémicas. Tal programa debe asegurar que tanto los
derechos de los Estados Unidos y de los trabajadores nacidos en el extranjero sean respetados.

Trabajo AG§ Parece que hay un mayor consenso entre los miembros del Congreso y los ciudadanos de la nacidn que la industria de la agricultura tiene una gran necesidad de los
trabajadores en varios ciclos : el riego , poda, cosecha , empaque y envio , etc . Mas del 50 % de los trabajadores agricolas en este pais -los que elegir las frutas y verduras que co-
memos todos los dias - son indocumentados. Los trabajos agricolas , Oportunidad y Beneficios (Ag Jobs) parte de la reforma migratoria , que legalizaria los trabajadores agricolas y
agilizar su entrada en el pais, podrian continuar hacia adelante con rapidez si existiera la voluntad politica para hacerlo realidad .

DREAM ACTS El Dream Act permitiria a los hijos de inmigrantes indocumentados que fueron traidos aqui por sus padres a temprana edad para entrar en colegios y universidades ,
graduados y convertirse en residentes legales que contribuyen a el bienestar de nuestras comunidades y nacion. Negar estos estudiantes la oportunidad priva al pais de un gran
nimero de trabajadores cualificados para cubrir nuestras necesidades futura fuerza laboral .

Una vez méas , la mayoria de la gente cree que los nifios que fueron traidos a nuestro pais por los adultos no deben ser penalizados en su propia educacion y su promocién para el
mejoramiento de nuestro pais.

Camino hacia la residencia legal Esta es la Unica area de la reforma migratoria que crea profundas divisiones entre nosotros. Muchos sostienen que las personas al permitir que
indocumentados a permanecer en este pais e iniciar un camino hacia la residencia legal no es por " amnistia ". Pero lo que se propone no es una amnistia . Es Util para revisar las
definiciones cominmente percibida de "amnistia " : "el acto de una autoridad ( como gobierno ) mediante el cual se concede el indulto a un grupo grande de personas "," un perdén

general para los delitos , especialmente delitos politicos , en contra de un gobierno , a menudo concedidas antes de cualquier juicio 0 condena "," un acto de perddn para los delitos

anteriores, en particular a una clase de personas como un todo "," un olvido o pasar por alto cualquiera de los delitos del pasado. "

Pero ninguno de nosotros esta proponiendo indulto general , olvidando , o con vistas del pasado sin pena ni obligaciones estrictas. Los inmigrantes aqui sin permiso, debera pagar por
su transgresion y " hacerlo bien “con la ley, entonces ganar su camino hacia la ciudadania. Esta no es una amnistia .

+ Cursos de Inglés Conversacional . Cada persona tendria que empezar a aprender y hablar Inglés , y para ser probado en su dominio del Inglés . Esta no es una amnistia .

* Plazos Una vez que todos estos requisitos se cumplen, la persona se le da un estatus de residencia mas largo por el gobierno, conocido como el estatuto de residente permanente, 0
una "tarjeta verde. "Ellos entonces , al igual que otros residentes permanentes, esperar otros cinco afios para solicitar la ciudadania. En ese momento, tendrian que cumplir todos los
requisitos de una escritura ciudadano de Estados Unidos -Inglés y dominio de la lectura , el conocimiento de la historia de Estados Unidos , y otros requisitos. Esta no es una amnist-
fa.

Es importante sefialar que en todas las encuestas en los Ultimos meses , tales como las encuestas tomadas por por los EE.UU. Hoy , el Pew Research Institute, y el Instituto de Politi-
cas Pdblicas del Pacifico , incluso las personas que estan de acuerdo con la nueva Arizona estricta ley también creo que es totalmente impractico para localizar , detener y deportar a
unos 12 millones de personas de nuestro pais. El espiritu americano de acogida para los inmigrantes parece trompeta soluciones duras y poco realista en el tratamiento de personas
indocumentadas aqui.
